Dress Code Policy

1. Please dress your child in comfortable clothes. Children move from
indoors to outdoors frequently. Layers are encouraged.

2. Classroom temperatures sometimes fluctuate. Even if your child is

3. Children often misplace clothing items throughout the school year. Please
make sure every article of clothing your child may remove at school is
clearly labeled with his/her name. This includes jackets, sweatshirts,
sweaters, and ALL winter gear.

heritage!)
